Friends for Romania 2010

Our recent trip to Romania was a real eye-opener!  We set off on 
25th February and over the week we visited twelve different 
places, one was a small children’s hospital, two schools and the 
rest were orphanages – two of which were orphanages for 
severely disabled and sick children. 
 
The hospital was basically a house with limited hospital 
equipment. The doctor told us how the government had refused 
to give them money and therefore the hospital had to close over 
the winter months and only opened again in early February.   
They were so grateful for our aid and the children were 
delighted to have us there to play with them. 
 

We brought food supplies and basic toiletries to all the 
orphanages and clothes, books and toys for the children.  It was 
so nice to be able to spend time with the children, playing with 
them and giving them attention and the sheer joy on their faces 
from simply playing with us could have melted your heart. 
 

One of the orphanages we visited was built a few years ago from 
money raised by St Louis and Cambridge House schools.  The 
two orphanages for the severely disabled children were 
absolutely heartbreaking.  The children were visibly 
malnourished and it was very upsetting to see them living in

such basic conditions when it was evident the level of care and 
facilities they needed and would get in our country. But with 
very limited funding, the staff have to make the best use of what 
they have.  This reinforced to us how vital the money and aid we 
bring, really is!  Most of the children were unable to play but 
were very responsive to touch and sound.  The smiles when you 
held their hands were so heart-warming but again upsetting too 
as these children who have nothing are made so happy from 
such a small thing as holding your hand and talking to them.  It 
was all quite difficult to take in. 
 

Although some parts of the trip were upsetting and challenging, 
it was still a brilliant trip and something I will never forget.  We 
had so much fun with the children and to bring them some fun 
and attention really was so rewarding.  It was also great to see 
first-hand where exactly the money we raise goes to and how 
helpful it really is .

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SCREEN GEMS by Denis O’Hara 

KAY Walsh was a very special lady. She performed countless 
works of charity, and I hold warm affection for the day she 
brought film fun for a first time to the kids of Cushendun Parish. 
It was during the closing years of the Second World War. 

Retained is a flickering memory of watching open-mouthed at a 
new phenomenon, a little show of silent films featuring that 
funniest of screen comics, Charlie Chaplin.Charlie became my 
instant hero. He was mesmeric. During fancy dress parades at 
Parish Sports, I tried to copy the little man's quirky walk. Who 
can forget the quivering moustache, the oversized well-worn 
boots, and the swinging walking cane that was always in 
synchronised swirl with his distinctive waddle. 

Mrs Walsh not only supplied the picture parade, and my first 
brush with the escapism of the celluloid screen, but also 
copious amounts of lemonade, sweets and sticky buns. It was a 
heavenly day at Rockport House, where the Walsh family was 
then living. 

Handling the technical end of things for that glorious occasion 
was Mrs Walsh's son Robin. He recalled the outing for the kids, 
and the equipment used for the party. 

"The Charlie Chaplin film show was just clips, black and white. 
We used a hand-cranked machine, a Kodascope film projector," 
Robin recalled, "I worked the handle. For the power needed to 
show the film, we used a 12-volt car battery - for the light. My 
mother used to have sales on the 8th of December, in aid of the 
Lifeboats." 

It was a fascinating and defining occasion, one that has never 
left me. In modern times it would have no appeal. But, in the 
harsh era of the 'War Years' this was a magnificent milestone. I 
had to wait a few years before being able to attend the 'pictures' 
in Cushendall and Ballycastle.  
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Sadly, the great lady, Mrs Walsh, was to suddenly die on the 
5th of the fifth (May) in 1955, and spookily when she was 55 
years of age. 

Before her marriage to the highly successful businessman and 
world renowned 'Ham' radio operator, Mr R.V.E. Walsh, she 
was a prominent Rally driver. The enterprising Katherine Mann 
and her three sisters became known in pre-War Irish motor 
racing circles as 'The Four Graces'. Kay was also Lady Captain 
at Cushendall and Bangor Golf Clubs. 

Son Robin followed her into Rally racing and also Hill Climbing 
events. Another son, Terry, was an active racer in Northern 
Ireland Karting tournaments, while the youngest son David was 
also close to local motor racing, model aeroplanes, and historic 
motorbikes. All members of the Walsh family vigorously 
involved themselves in many passages of the idyllic happenings 
in Cushendun. 

   

Robin tells how they came to love Cushendun, of his first 
sighting of the Bay and the valley. "I was out with some pals 
one Sunday, on a drive from Bangor, and coming around Torr, 
from Ballycastle, we reached Tournamona for a first time. 
Looking across from the top of Dan Nancy's Brae I couldn't 
believe the scene in front of me. Gazing down on Cushendun, I 
just couldn't believe there was a place like it. It was so lovely. 

"We came down before the Second World War. We lived at 
McGreer's in Knocknacarry for a time. At one stage we had a 
Ford V8 'Pilot' car that I drove in a Rally. We moved to live at  

Rockport, for some 12-14 years, before going to McIlreavey's 
farm at Agola." 
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Walsh's also had a tenuous connection with the weekly film 
shows in Cushendun Parish. My introduction to the popular 
fantasy world of the silver screen increased my curiosity, later to 
be satisfied when the Parochial Hall at Knocknacarry came into 
full throttle in 1947. 

I believe Mr Walsh and his Supreme Cinemas helped Parish 
Priest John Matthew Lynch launch the cinema shows at 
Knocknacarry, and on how to book and secure the hire of films. 
On top of that, Walsh employee Danny McKay became the first 
projectionist. The flat circular tin cans, protective covering for 
the film reels, arrived at Knocknacarry Post Office every week, 
along with large-sized colour posters to depict coming 
attractions. 

Robin Walsh added: "Danny was the operator. He picked it up 
on his own, how to work the projector. He was a very gifted 
person. Long before he joined us, he was chauffeur to Mrs 
Parry, and was taken with the Parry family to London for a spell. 
There, he drove famous people such as George Bernard 
Shaw." 

Denis McVeigh succeeded Danny McKay as film projectionist. It 
was a marvellous time, the film shows including 'shorts', and 
also Pathe News, to provide an Aladdin's Cave that included 
make-believe journeys throughout the world.  

For the record, the first full-length film to be shown through the 
little porthole at the back of the Parochial Hall was a Western or 
'Horse Opera'. The Wild West show featured the weather-
beaten chiselled face of Wallace Beery, in the black and white 
1937 release, 'Bad Man of Brimstone'.
